Sounds

Most sounds of Ko’ilidel are like their corresponding English counterparts.

a – father

c – toss (only used to end words)

e – jet

é – obey
h – silent (only at beginning of words)

i – lit

í – machine

ß – pleasure

k – cat

o – home

q – quote

3 – ship

u – nut

ú – rule

x – hit

þ – thick

ð – thin

ñ – sing

‘ – puts a break in voicing between two vowels 

Note:  “o” is always considered a long vowel and “a” is always considered a shot vowel.

noc “I”

hínoc “we”

forin “you”
híforin “you”

réa “he, she”

hal “makes is accusative”

Verbs

qoþí “to be”

qoþo “be”

qothê “don’t be”

qoþu (perfect form)

méro (past particle)

nel (future particle)

Posessive Adjectives

nev “my”

forev “your”

rêv “his, her”

Pluralize by simply adding hí-.  Hínev “we.”

Nouns

There is no article in Ko’ilidel.  Pilanor “beach” is used simply as pilanor without inflection.  The accusative case is created by adding “al” before the noun.  The word order matters.  Subject + al + object + verb.  Firîloc al rêv 3îsiten pomo.  “The boy has his sword.”

Adjectives

Adjectives never change.  They end in either “l, m, or ñ.”  Mâgel, naril, torîm, lenim.  Making a verb into an adjective is done by adding “ñ.”  Kenidî “fights” to kenidîñ “fighting.”

Adverbs

Adverbs end in “þ” or “ð” depending on length of preceeding consonant.
